birthplace of the Weereewa Festival.
These vineyards provide grapes

of exceptional character, and the
winemaking itself sets a standard of
excellence for cool climate wines.

Cool climate wines are unique and
distinctive; the whites crispier and
fruitier, the reds slower to reveal their
complexity. Experts attribute this to
the slow ripening and accumulation of
flavours promoted by cool conditions
prior to harvest.

To help you navigate your way
through the many wonderful tasting
experiences ahead of you, we've
outlined a showcase trail below.

Just north of Queanbeyan off the
Sutton Road on Norton Road is the
beautiful Shepherds Run Winery &
Restaurant. Enjoy elegant food and
wine in a beautiful country setting.
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Their wines reflect the special diversity
of our local vineyards from highly
structured reds to crisp whites. Come
and experience the rich, deep “La
Stupenda” Sparkling Shiraz or the crisp
yet fruity “Mardi Gras” Gewdirztraminer.
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A little further down the road is the
picturesque Lambert Vineyards that
produces a stunning range of award
winning wines available for tastings.

Steve and Ruth Lambert are committed
to the production of quality wines. In
the fifteen years since they established
the vineyard, they have continued

to hone their skills and improve the
quality of their wines. Their ability to
consistently win awards is a testament
to their skills.

Lambert’s range of premium wines in-
cludes Riesling, Chardonnay, Pinot Gris,
Rose, Pinot Noir, Cabernet Sauvignon,
Merlot and Shiraz.

Turn left and travel north for 19km
along the edge of Lake George to the
Lerida Estate.

Glimpse the inner workings of Lerida
Estate, producers of super-premium
wines, Pinot Noir, Pinot Gris,
Chardonnay, Shiraz, Merlot and Rose.

Café Lerida, is open weekends 10 to 5
and offers a range of delicious seasonal
dishes from fresh local produce.

The vineyard has BBQ/picnic facilities,
an elegant courtyard, a tasting room
with open fire,

time. Walk from Lerida Estate, above
the vineyard of Lake George Wines and
back to Lerida Estate along the road.
The round trip is approximately 1.5 km.

The drive back is an easy 25 minutes
back down to the Federal Highway
then left on the Sutton Road to
Queanbeyan.
